The Summit Police Department to mobilize for Click It or Ticket safety belt enforcement from May 20 to June 2

The Summit Police Department will join hundreds of law enforcement agencies throughout Wisconsin for the annual Click It or Ticket safety belt enforcement campaign from May 20 to June 2.

Currently, Wisconsin’s seat belt use rate stands at 89 percent. Last year, about half of the car and truck occupants killed in Wisconsin traffic crashes were not buckled up. Captain Steven Schroeder said, “As we near the summer travel season, we are reminding motorists that wearing a safety belt is the single most effective way to protect themselves and prevent needless tragedies along our roadways.” Motorists are also urged to practice safe driving habits, such as obeying the speed limit and keeping their attention on driving when behind the wheel.

Officers will spend extra time focusing on compliance with safety belt laws. “Our goal is voluntary compliance with traffic laws,” Captain Schroeder said. “Officers will be writing tickets for safety belt violations, so remember to buckle up, every seat, every trip.”

In addition to the Click It or Ticket mobilization, the Summit PD has joined with the Chenequa PD, Hartland PD, Oconomowoc PD, Oconomowoc Lake PD and Pewaukee PD to form the Northern Waukesha County Task Force. The agencies are funded by grants through the Bureau of Transportation Safety to enforce safety belt, speed and impaired driving violations. The task force deploys additional officers during specific time periods to focus on traffic safety. Upcoming deployments include:

May 15 (Seatbelt Enforcement)
May 24 to 27 (Impaired Driving Enforcement)

June 1, 2, 10, 11, 15, 17, 21 & 25 (Speed Enforcement)

June 3 & 19 (Seatbelt Enforcement)

June 7 & 8 (Impaired Driving Enforcement) 

June 27 & 28 (Impaired Driving Enforcement)
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
